The medal course was a series of 
rollbacks, bending lines and in and outs, 
decorated in a Fall theme, which had been 
put together the night before by Junior and 
Senior board members.  In the morning, 
donuts, coffee, juice and water were 
served for everyone to enjoy.  Later on in 
the day, lunch was provided by the 
HCHSA Board of Directors from Balducci’s 
catering.

Eight riders had now been selected 
for final testing, which included a series of trot 
and canter over selected jumps.   

 When the judge’s decision came in, 
Sophie Bednarik on “Business As Usual” and 
Alexis Huminek on “Well T Do” were awarded 
Honorable Mention.  Colleen Reilly on “Aim 
To Please” took 6th place, while Alexa Pretty-
man and “Trix Are For Kids” snatched 5th.  
Fourth place was awarded to Hannah Wil-
liams aboard “Captain America”, and 3rd 
place went to Megan Young and “Just A 
Peek”.  Alex Volta riding “Clean Slate” cap-
tured the 2nd place spot, and our 2007 Junior 
Medal winner in 1st place was announced as 
Katelyn Naecker riding “Instigator”.
